AT that time Jesus said to His disciples: 
Let not your heart be troubled; you 
believe in God, believe also in Me. In 
My Father's house there are many 
mansions. If  not, I would have told you, 
that I go to prepare a place for you. 
And if  I shall go and prepare a place for 
you, I will come again and will take you 
to Myself, that where I am you also may 
be.

Amen, amen, I say to you, he that 
believeth in Me, the works that I do, he 
also shall do; and greater than these 
shall he do. Because I go to the Father: 
and whatsoever you shall ask the Father 
in My name, that will I do.

Commentary from the St. Andrew’s Daily Missal, 1952 ed. 
The feasts of  the Apostles throughout the year were formerly all holidays. That of  
SS. Philip and James on May 1 celebrates the solemn translation of  their relics to the 
church of  the Holy Apostles at Rome, which is dedicated to them, and where they 
still rest. The station is made there on all the Ember Fridays and on Thursday in 
Easter week. 
Philip, like Peter and Andrew, came from Bethsaida in Galilee. He seems to have 
enjoyed a special degree of  intimacy with our Lord, for it was to him that our Lord 
addressed Himself  on the occasion of  the multiplication of  the loaves, and he acted 
as intermediary for the Gentile who wished to speak to Christ. His words in today’s 
Gospel: “ Lord; show us the Father, and it is enough for us”, also show a certain 
liberty. According to ancient traditions, after Pentecost he preached in Phrygia and 
died on a cross at Hierapolis. 
St. James, surnamed the Less to distinguish him from St. John’s brother, was a native 
of  Cana in Galilee and a cousin of  our Lord. He became the first bishop of  
Jerusalem, and it is to him that St Paul referred when he said: “Of  the Apostles I saw 
none save James, the brother of  the Lord”. The High Priest called on him to deny 
Christ; on his refusal, he was thrown down from the terrace of  the Temple, and had 
his head broken with a club. Following their example, let us show our faith in the 
Divinity of  the risen Christ by a life of  generous service. 

N.B. This Feast from time immemorial was celebrated on the first day of  May, in 
recent calendars  this Feast has been moved to the 11th of  May. 
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
